from Pastor Bud 

 Letõs see, how are things at Harlem Road Church shaping up during the first nine weeks of 2009? 

So far, eight educational classes have met each Sunday morning; thatõs 72 opportunities for men, women, 

teens, and children to grow in their faith. The new adult class studying Biblical prophecy as it relates to modern 

world culture is so filled up it had to be moved to the Family Life Center.  Weõve had 16 worship services, more 

than 190 hymns and praise songs lifted to God with worshipful hearts, special times of prayer, a òmarriage   

retreat weekend called òFire-proof Your Marriageó, and almost nine straight hours of preaching and teaching 

from the pulpit. Weõve enjoyed six hours of fellowship over doughnuts, fruits, cookies, and coffee. Weõve       

welcomed many new families into our community of faith. On Boy Scout Sunday we got to see the results of our 

partnership with many young boys bringing their families to church. Weõve sent out 174 prayer                        

requests...maybe more. Weõve laughed together...and weõve cried together.  Weõre preparing to celebrate the 

marriage of several young couples joined in the name of Jesus Christ.  Weõve enjoyed our ministry to our Friday 

Night Live kids and are thankful for all those little ones who have asked Jesus Christ to become a very real part 

of their lives. 

 Many books have passed through our own Journey Book Store for personal study and Christian growth. 

Many CDõs have been requested of Sunday messages. Community Connections groups are meeting regularly in 

homes and at the church making opportunity for more than a hundred individuals to be in growing                 

relationships with God and one another. Our Wednesday evening prayer ministry has been focusing the church 

on continually seeking God in all we do. Our Trustees and Building & Site Development Teams have committed 

many hours and made tremendous progress in taking us toward renovating the older parts of our facility. In a 

blink of the eye weõll be celebrating, once again, the Risen Lord in another tremendously moving  Easter       

Cantata.  And the list goes oné and oné and oné all these things, and more,  purposefully focused on leading 

all of Godõs children into a closer walk with Him. 

 What an amazing work God is doing in and through the people known as Harlem Road United Methodist 

Church! If we would have had this list of tasks put before us on January 1st, we would have been overwhelmed 

to the point of being paralyzed. However, at Harlem Road Church weõre learning that no obstacle is too big for 

God! Iõm reminded of the story that is told about an astronomer who had concluded his lecture about the Milky 

Way when a lady came up and asked, òIf our world is so little and the universe is so great, can we believe that 

God pays any attention to us?ó The astronomer replied, òThat depends madam, entirely on how big a God you 

believe in.ó 

 Like Joshua of the Bible, whatever personal struggles you face, whatever battles loom in your life, you 

can be strong and have courage ñ not because you are inherently brave, but because as a believer, your     

courage is rooted in Godõs unchanging promises. You can be strong because, òin all these things we are more 

than conquerors through him that loved us,ó(Rom. 8:37).  Jesus promised, òI am with you always, even unto 

the end of the world,ó (Mt. 28:20).  He also promises, òI will never leave you, nor forsake you,ó(Heb. 13:5). 

 There are many challenges that lie before us this year. As individuals we donõt even know what           

tomorrow holds. And as a church, well, we know the challenges of growing pains, and this year will prove no  

exception. However, as believers weõll continue to walk by faith living fully into Godõs purpose for our lives.  We 

know we can be like Joshua and fix our courage in the bedrock of the Word of God and in the certainty that 

whatever God calls us to, He will continually give us the resources to accomplish it. òFaithful is he that calls 

you, who will also do it,ó (1st Th. 5:24). Thank you. Thank you for everything you do to help HRC be a great 

church that ministers the love of God in so many ways and brings people into a closer walk with Him. 

 One day at a time, with our eyes and hearts focused on our Savior...who died and rose again...we can 

have an eternal hope in all things.
